Students come together at
the RCM London each Saturday for a tailor-made programme of individual
instrument,/voice,/composition lessons, chamber music, orchestral and choral training, and general
musicianship. Our staff are professional performers/composers as well as teachers and offer the
highest standards of tuition and coaching. Most RCMID students continue their musical studies at the
RCM or other major conservatoires,/universities.

We are seeking to appoint an experienced Bassoon teacher to join our expanding RCMJD
woodwind faculty to teach Bassoon and to coach several wind quintets. There are 2 Bassoon
teachers at the RCMJD. All JD woodwind players are placed in at least one chamber ensemble and
one of our symphony orchestras. In addition, we run a Bassoon quartet and a Symphonic Wind
Orchestra. Standards are high, and RCM|D students dominate the orchestra lists of the National
Youth Orchestra, the London Schools” Symphony Orchestra and the National Children’s Orchestra.
